PROTOCOL ON GUESTS TAKING PART IN LEAGUE MATCHES

1. The Scottish Athletics League is happy to invite guest athletes on an individual basis to take part in League matches provided there is space for them. For each event (excluding the 100m) there will be room for a total of 2 guest athletes. The guest athletes will be accommodated in the Division 2 version of the event. (For the 100m there is already a separate guest event where each league team can field up to 2 guest athletes).  Guest athletes will not alter the finishing positions of or points allocated to league athletes.

2. Guests must conform to the Scottish Athletics League Rules of Competition and to the rules of UK Athletics. The Scottish Athletics League reserve the right to accept or decline any request to guest without assigning any reason for such action.  An athlete who is a member of a League Club which is competing in the match will be expected to look first to his League team for competition before he applies to guest.  Guest athletes must at least be old enough to compete in the U20 age group.

3. An athlete who wishes to be invited as a guest should apply by email (using the form that can be found on the league website www.scottishleague.org.uk) to the League Registration Officer as soon as possible and in any case no later than midnight on the Monday preceding the match. When this deadline has passed the League Registration Officer will review the applications and decide which applications are to be accepted and which are to be rejected. Athletes will be informed of the decision by midnight on the Wednesday preceding the match.

4. Athletes who apply to be allowed to compete as a guest after the deadline has passed will be considered for any remaining spaces, but there may not be time to inform them whether their application has been successful until 11:30 on the day of the match at the match venue.

5. Guest athletes who are not a member of a League Club will pay a fee of £10 per event.  This fee must be received paid prior to competing.

6. Guest athletes must compete in the numbers that will be issued to them on the day of the match.  These numbers must be collected from the announcers box (or admin area) at 11:30 on the day of the match.
